Up until the Meiji era, the lake was used for water transportation. At that
time, there was no land transportation to carry a large quantity of goods, such as
trains or trucks. So, it was one of the routes to transport goods from many places to
Kyoto or Osaka. For example, many products were carried from the Sea of Japan
through Lake Biwa. Lake transportation was common and important then.

Since the past, Lake Biwa has given us water which we need for our lives. We
get water for drinking from the lake. People not only in Shiga but also in Kyoto and
Osaka use the water. We also need a lot of water for agriculture and other
industries, and the lake provides it. Our lives will be D _( ) without the
water of Lake Biwa.

Today, Lake Biwa is a popular spot for tourists. In summer, many people visit
beaches to @ _{ ] . Windsurfing and traveling by canoe are some of the
exciting activities, too, and we can see a lot of people attracted to them. On the
lake, there are a lot of boats for enjoying scenery or fishing.
